7. Required Filing of Documents re Incorporation

8. Nominating Committee for 2009 Executive Board Member Candidates

Names of people possibly interested in being on the nominating committee for the election of 2009’s executive board member were presented and discussed.  As Steve Rodgers is not running for re-election to the Board, he volunteered to be a member of the committee in order to provide input regarding the responsibilities and time commitments required of board members.  Rob Sperling will contact Jan Seaman and Robert Freitas to determine their interest in being on the committee. 

9. Holiday Party – December 9

This year’s Holiday Party will be held at the home of Anne Arthur. Catherine Turrill and Hal Edmonds are in charge of the preparations for this year’s gathering.

10. Meeting with Jeremy Drucker of Stitch Development


     March de la Vergne reported that he, Margaret Buss, Jon Marshack and Pat Cosentino met with Jeremy Drucker regarding his proposal for the development of 40 x 160 ft lots zoned R3A/RMX/RO within the Central City as Jeremy Drucker discussed when he met with the Executive Board in August. During the meeting, Mr. Drucker emphasized his design model whereas the other participants expressed concerns about the height of the structures, loss of privacy for neighbors, visual impact and parking. 

11. Preservation Issues

Rob Sperling reported that the structure located near 30th & J, a portion of which was built approximately 1870, has been destroyed as per the owner’s request.  The structure was so compromised due to numerous renovations during its life that it was deemed unfit for preservation.  

He also reported that the house located on the east side of 20th Street, on the north side of the alley, between G & H Streets has been scheduled for demolition.  Foreclosure occurred earlier this year; however, there was a hole in the roof and the interior structure of the house was irreparably damaged. 

Additionally, the renovation of the apartment building on the east side of 21st Street, between E & F Streets, on the north side of the alley has been completed.  The owner of the building met with the Executive Board in June to discuss her plans for renovation, which included the use of manufactured siding made of vinyl. The siding presented for inspection at the meeting was not used in the end.  The Planning Department suggested an alternative design.  The use of the manufactured siding was authorized on a one-time basis only, according to Roberta Deering with the Planning Department. 

12. Thank You Gifts

A gift card for a restaurant in the amount of $100 will be purchased and presented to Kat as thanks her for her continuing work as Park Beat’s Editor as well as a gift card in the amount of $200 to Moxie’s restaurant for Larry Watson, attorney at law, who prepared the incorporation documents for BPNA Inc., gratis. 

13. Corporation Bylaws Discussion 

The Board members engaged in a lengthy discussion regarding interpretation of the portion of the by-laws which address voting at the general membership meeting. It was agreed that notice of the January general membership meeting could be given via electronic mailing of Park Beat and that those attending the meeting could elect the 2009 Executive Board as in year’s past.
